Classes will be either Portsmouth spinnaker or Portsmouth non-spinnaker. Weight handicaps will not be used. 
 
Legs each day will be between 20-50 miles depending on forecast conditions. Courses will consist of rounding 
various islands and government or Race Committee (RC) marks and will require a waterproof chart of 
Narragansett Bay and out to Point Judith. You must be able to navigate using charts and a compass or GPS.
